                    Our original site is unrecognisable from the dry, barren and dusty land that was assigned to Kindfund 6years ago. It is now green with crops, flowers and trees. It is partly fenced and gated making a secure compound. 

                    A new 6 room block to house staff / visitor’s and children was completed in early 2009 and currently under construction is a new accommodation block to house 50 children.             

Wamba.          
               The children’s home was officially opened in Feb. 09 and currently house’s 34 children and babies. A Manager/ staff house (5 bedrooms ) and a dining/ meeting shelter were completed during the summer, there has also been improvements to the water storage facility. The whole 5 acre site has now been fenced off enabling the planting of some crops and fruit trees.

Killimani.

                 The summer saw a project team led by George Crawford go up to Killimani and carry out improvements to one of the buildings also painting of the Dining/meeting hall, and as a result of our continuing support Killimani is now home to 74 children,  we also continue to provide them with additional bunk beds and bedding. 

Although the overall number of children on the feeding programme hasn’t increased, the movement of children into our homes has resulted in an increase in food supplied from 3 to 4 tons per month, and the children in the homes now benefit from a more varied diet.

The growth of the homes has seen an increase of staff during the year, we now employ 20 fulltime staff.

We welcome 4 new managers, Ruth and Damaris at Ngaramara and Nzau and his wife Esther at Wamba, we also saw the departure of Nancy ( who had been with us for 4yrs ) and we were pleased to be able to thank her practically for her contribution.

The year saw us being able to enhance the benefits to the permanent staff, by joining the National Hospital Insurance Fund and introducing a staff saving scheme.
